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Edlington ASC - Annual Club Championship Rules.

1. These rules apply to the Annual Club Championships of Edlington ASC to be held under ASA Law.

2. Any proposed alterations or additions to these rules shall be notified to each Committee Member in writing and agreed or rejected at the next normal Committee Meeting by a majority of members present.

3. Entry to the Championships shall be limited to fully accredited and fully paid up members whose membership dates from at least two calendar months prior to the closing date for entries.  

4. All members must have made themselves reasonably available, when selected, to represent the Club at competitive galas throughout the past membership year to enter the Club Championships.  Gala selection and attendance records will be kept, the Committee will make a decision on Championship entry. 

5. The age of a swimmer shall be as per ASA Law 411.5 i.e. the age of the swimmer at midnight on the day of the final Championship gala.

6. Names of swimmers shall be seeded upon their submitted entry time for their events and shall be listed in numerical order of drawing.  Heats shall be made up if necessary from the swimmers present following the numerical order of the programme.

7.  The result of all events shall be decided by heat declared winners 

8. The Competitors Stewards must be notified of the arrival of the Competitors.  Competitors shall report personally to the Competitors Stewards at least one event before their own heat.  Competitors failing to do so will be deemed to have withdrawn from the event.

9. If an entry card system is implemented, cards shall be placed in the appropriate box at a time to be notified.

10. Medals and age group points shall be awarded to those swimmers placed in first, second, third and finalist position.

11. Trophies, other than replicas, shall be held for no longer than one year and shall remain the property of Edlington ASC.  They shall be returned by the holders in the condition in which they were received, to the Trophy Controller, 14 days prior to the first gala of the Championships failure to do so may cause them to be excluded from the Championships.  Any person in possession of an Edlington ASC trophy and is to leave the Club shall return the trophy to the Trophy Controller before departure.

12. Any protest or complaint shall be dealt with as provided for in the ASA Handbook.

13. The Championships shall be held annually on a date to be set by the Club Committee and shall consist of the following events separately for boys and girls:

Swimmers in levels 1 – 4, one width anyhow whilst we teach at these levels

Junior Championship 4 x 25m Medley ‘A’ & ‘B’ (12yrs & under) Final positions to be decided from age group Medley heat times. 

Senior Championship 4 x 25m Medley ‘A’ & ‘B’ (13yrs – open age) Final positions to be decided from age group Medley heat times.

14. The Committee may introduce additional events at longer distances if time is made available at the Championships.  These events will be non-championship events and whilst medals may be presented to those swimmers placed in first second third and fourth place, they will not be awarded any age group points.   

15. In individual medley events, the swimmer covers the four swimming styles in the following order:  Butterfly, Backstroke, Breaststroke and Freestyle in accordance with ASA Law.  Each section must be finished in accordance with the rule, which applies to the style concerned.

16. Freestyle means that in an event so designated the swimmer may swim any style, except that in individual medley or medley events, freestyle means any style other than backstroke, breaststroke or butterfly in accordance with ASA Law.

17. Masters swimmers shall be those competitors with a minimum age of 25 years.

18. Eligible beginners to compete shall be those swimmers who are up to level 6 in the teaching groups.

19. Swimmers may only swim in their own age group.  i.e. beginners or age group; open or masters. 
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
